Abstract

Introduction: Defining female subjectivity has always been a challenge, from its
modern conception by Sigmund Frend to its most recent analysis by contemporary
fominist critics. Basing female subjectivity on an inherent lack in the psychology
of Freud and later Jacques Lacan promoted femimist eritics like Luce Irigaray and
Judith Butler to reinstate the concept in their theories. Feminist speculative \iteratare
has its primary goal in altering women’s debilitating self-image so that they can act
upon such changes and make 1deal societies based wpon their new self-conceptions.
Octavia E. Butler, writer of Dawn and Parable of the Sower and Parable of the
Talents, render a resistant picture of females who go beyond their immediate male
dominatedenvironment and perform in the way that can be read from the perspective
of both Irigaray and Judith Butler and their conception of female subjectivity.
Butler’s works have been analyzed through different perspectives. Nilges traces the
absence of the father in Butler’s Parable novels. Stone casts a comparative look at
Judith Butler and Luce Irigaray’s theories. Hoda Zaki 1s among the most important
critics of Octavia Butler and criticizes her essenfialist view on changge.

Findings: The researcher renders an Irigaraian and Butlerian reading of Octavia
Butler’s mentioned novels and contends that although Zaki has a point, what
she says 1s only applicable 1o her early utopias, 1.e. trilogy and although n those

works, her perspective has more in common with Irigaray, she tries 1o relativize the

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preseribed gender roles and thus deemphasize regulatory laws of sexuality. Her
\ate novels have the potential 1o be read from a Butlerian perspective.
Conclusion. The present Study shows how the mentioned novels reflect some aspects
of both Judith Butler and Luce Inigaray’s femini§t theories while mntentionally
\eaving the wtopias open and works in progress. By writing a new subjectivity for
her female characters, she creaies a space, a speculative future that 1s either more
female and mclusive and has greater capacities for the potentials of the heart to
blossom or gender-nentral and transcends the binary oppositions of male/female.
