The ideal L2 self relates 1o the kind of desirable qualities
one wishes 1o achieve i the future. The ought-to L2 self refers to the at-
fributes that others believe one should possess 10 avoid unpleasant conse-
quences. The L2 learning experience deals with the contextual environment
