TFive, Kevin Aleaxnder Boon 2011) pownts to the replacement of nonlinear nar-
rative with the conventional linear narrative through which the author stages the
experiences of Billy who 1s “unstuck 1n time”. Then Boon mentions a handful of
“transitional devices” in the novel which the author uses weaving a cohesive story
by the cuts of experience which n turn grounds the disorientation of reading the
main task of which 1s 1o formulate the time-memory relations (36).

Background of the Study: \n Chapter 35 of his last novel, Timequake (199%),
Vonnegut divides story-tellers into two groups of “swoopers” and “bashers” while
Ye considers far different working methods for each.

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and Suzanne McConnell argae 1t 1s through bashing that Vonnegut has achieved a
major breakthrough 1n the American postmodernist fiction to formulate answers
10 two major questions: “What in heck should we be doing? What in heck 1s really
going on?” (165). Although Timequake came out about three decades after Saugh-
terhouse Five, the latter 1s often regarded as Vonnegut's answer 1o these questions.
The high frequency and worldwide dispersion of war 1s the major problem which
e repeatedly satirizes in the novel to show war as trivial and the war authorities as
Aownish, so that the people take war as down 1o their ambition.

Methodology: Vaking 1t that Vonnegut's text 1s 2 postmodernist anti-war story,
a descriptive-analytical methodology 1s used to show how the “brutal realism” of
the novel along with its episodic structure, its delicate or fragile characterization,
s “tralfamadorian concept of time” which makes it possible for Billy to go “from
\ife 1o death 1o life and then back to pre-birth in the novel” McGinnis 2011, 15%5),
and the features of 2 “plotless” novel help trivialize war through the analysis of the
more important scenes, the more frequent language structures, the nterfusion of
form 2nd meaning, etc.

Conclusion: Via a two-sided plot that simultaneousty looks to the past and the
future, Slaughterhouse-Five provides a discourse that shows war as a ridiculous
and simister yet avoidable phenomenon. Tt shows war as ugly and ridiculous, and
as tedious, trite, and dlownish, and war authorities as buffoons, so that the readers
take war as down to their ambition and turn back to 1t. The stylistic features Von-
negut employs n this novel for the achievement of his anti-war purposes include
the use of satire in objective and virtual narrative, historiographic metafiction, the
sci-fi features, the protagonist as unstuck in time, juxtaposition of the real and the
imaginary, the use of adaptive narrative structure, as well as the trais of intertex-
toality and narrative focalization.
