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The Effect of Digital Image Guide on EFL Learners’

Intercultural Communicative Competence.

Abstract

Objective: Different people may have different perceptions of the same image. The
purpose of this study is to determine the effect of digital image guide, a method of
teaching in the field of visual literacy, on improving Iranian EFL learners’intercul-
tural communicative competence.

Method: This study employed a quasi-experimental research design with pre-test/
post-test control group. The participants were drawn from a pool of first semes-
ter students of Knowledge and Information Science major at Razi University of
Kermanshah in the academic year 1399. The participants who were attending a
mandatory general English course were selected via convenient sampling method.
Twenty-two learners qualified to take part in the study, with 11 being assigned
to the experimental group and 11 to the control group. The two groups were first
pre-tested on their intercultural communicative competence, and then the experi-
mental group received nine 30-minute training sessions which involved the use of
digital image guide. The images used in this study were selected from Getty Images
and Flickr sites The two groups were post-tested on their intercultural communica-
tive competence at the end of the treatment period. The obtained data were statis-
tically analyzed to determine the effect of the treatment, that is, the improvement in
the learners’intercultural communicative competence.

Results: Analysis of covariance showed a significant difference between experi-
mental and control group concerning the mean scores on the pre- and post-test,
meaning that using the digital images guide helped improve the learners’intercul-
tural communicative competence and its components.

Conclusion: Intercultural communicative competence and visual literacy are be-

coming increasingly important in this era in which communication between people

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from different countries has been made significantly easier thanks to advancements
in technology. The results of this study showed that using digital images guide can
increase the level of visual literacy and intercultural communicative competence,

in other words, the increase in visual literacy can lead to a higher level of intercul-
tural communicative competence. Nowadays, a lot of educational activities
are happening on the Internet and via multimedia devices which are com-

posed of many images. It is, therefore, essential that our students are taught visual
literacy in order to be able to understand the messages conveyed these images.
The authors of this article recommend that educational systems adopt strategies to
create visually literate students who can see the deeper meanings in what they see
(or hear) which in turn can help them gain a higher level of intercultural commu-

nicative competence.
